Definition - Definicija

Accidental ingestion of poison. Accounts for 10% of all ED visits. Activated charcoal is
put into the stomach to absorb the poison and prevent it from entering the body’s
bloodstream.

Nehoti¢no gutanje otrova. Razlog za 10% posjeta hitnoj pomodi. Aktivni ugalj se stavlja u
stomak da upije otrov i sprije¢i njegov prodor u krvotok.

A medical doctor that specializes in the care of newborns.
Ljekar specijlizovan za njegu novorodencadi.

A medical doctor that specializes in care of children.
Ljekar specijlizovan za njegu djece.

Vaccination against childhood diseases. Hepatitis, Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis,
Influenza, Polio, Measles, Mumps Rubella, Chicken Pox.

Vakcinisanje protiv dje¢ijih oboljenja. Hepatitis, difterija, tetanus, veliki kasalj, grip, polio,
ospice, zausnjaci, rubeola, pljuskavice.

Most common cancer in children about 25% of all cancers under the age of 15 years.
Naj&es¢i oblik raka kod djece: 25% svih slu¢ajeva kod djece ispod 15 godina starosti.

Tonsillectomy and Adenoidectomy...Surgical removal of tonsils and adenoids.
Tonsilektomija i adenoidectomija... operativno uklanjanje krajnika i adenoida.

Involuntary motor (muscle) movement and often accompanied with loss of
consciousness.
Bezvoljni/nekontrolisani motorni (misiéni) pokreti, ¢esto praceni gubitkom svijesti.

One of three types of curvatures of the spine. Lateral (sideways)curvature of the spine.
Spine may be C shaped or S shaped. Affects 100 out of every 1000 individuals. Occurs 7-
8 times more frequently in adolescent girls.

Jedan od tri oblika iskrivljenja ki¢me. Lateralno (u stranu) iskrivljenje ki¢me. Ki¢ma moZe
poprimiti oblik slova “C” ili “S”. Javlja se kod 100 od svakih 1000 osoba. Kod odraslih
djevojtica se javlja 7-8 puta.

A sensitivity or reaction to usually harmless substances in others. Sometimes called
hypersensitivity.

Osijetljivost ili reakcija na inace bezopasne supstance za druge osobe. Ponekad se naziva i
hipersenzitivnost.

An viral or bacterial infection of the brain. Very lethal to newborns and infants.
Virusna ili bakterijska infekcija mozga. Pogubna za novorodencad i djecu.

Thrush (oral), diaper rash, (skin). An irritation caused by a yeast infection.
Gljivi¢na upala sluznice usta (oralni), ili koZe na dijelu tijela koje pokriva pelena (koZni).

A disorder of impaired motor functioning and posture. Sometimes causes by trauma at
time of birth (brain or spinal cord injury) Mental retardation and speech may also be
present.

Poremecaj koji remeti motoriku i posturu. Ponekad izazvan traumom prilikom porodaja
(povreda mozga ili ki¢emnog stuba). Mentalna retardacija i poremeéen govor mogu
pratiti ovo oboljenje.

The emotional, physical or sexual abuse of a minor child. Most generally by an adult care
giver.

Emotivno, fizi¢ko, ili seksualno zlostavljanje male djece. Naj¢eSc¢e od strane odraslog
staratelja.

A virus of infants 6-24 months causing severe vomiting, fever, diarrhea and upper
respiratory illness. Can be very contagious.

Virus koji se javlja kod beba od 6-24 mjeseca starosti i koji izaziva teSko povracanje,
groznicu, proljev i oboljenje gornjih disajnih putova. Vrlo zarazno.

A congenital deformity of the upper lip open space between nose and lip. Surgery is
needed for repair of both of these.

Urodena deformacija gornje usne; otvoren prostor izmedu gornje usne i nosa. Potrebna je
operacija da se isprave oba deformiteta.

Severe stomach pains and gas in the first three months of life. Continued crying due to
the infant being in distress.

Teski stomaé¢ni bolovi i gasovi u toku prva tri mjeseca Zivota. Neprekidno plakanje zbog
toga Sto se beba pati.

Inflammation of the airway causing breathing problems.
Upala disajnih puteva koja oteZava disanje.

Loss of body fluids usually due to excessive vomiting, diarrhea or fever.
Gubitak tjelesne te¢nosti, obi¢no zbog festog povracanja, proljeva ili visoke temperature.

A test used to determine gross motor, fine motor, personal and social development as
well a language.

Test kojim se ispitujue razvoj opste motorike, fine motorike, li¢nosti, socijalizacije, kao i
jezika.

An inner ear infection.

Upala unutrasnjeg uha.

Accidental suffocation due to prolonged submersion in water. Second most common
cause of death in children.
GusSenje uzrokovano predugim ostajanjem pod vodom. Uzro¢nik smrti djece broj dva.

A process that often follows Chickenpox or minor upper respiratory disease caused by
the use of aspirin in children.

Proces koji obi¢no nastaje nakon pljuskavica ili lakseg oboljenja gornjih disajnih putova, a
nastaje zbog davanja aspirina djeci.

Unexpected death of an otherwise healthy infant (one month to one year)
Iznenadna smrt inade zdravog djeteta (od jednog mjeseca do godinu dana).

Ugradivanje cjev¢ica u usi djeteta kako bi se sprijeile este upale uha.

Infection of the bone. Four times more common in boys. 85% are in children less than 16.
(Stahpyloccus Aureus 90% of cases.)

Infekcija kosti. Cetiri puta &e$¢a kod djedaka; 85% kod djece mlade od 16 godina. (U 90%
slu¢ajeva uzro¢nik je bakterija Stafilococus Aureus.)

Enlarged head circumference due to increased central spinal fluid.
Uveéan obim glave zbog viska moZdinske tekuéine.

A fracture common in children due to the fact the bone twists rather than breaks.
Kod djece uobicajen lom zbog ¢injenice da se kosti uvréu umjesto da pucaju.

Heart abnormalities present at birth, although symptoms may not be detected until much
later. The disease process causes either congestive heart failure (inability to pump blood
correctly and secondly cyanosis (inability to exchange oxygen in the blood).

Sréane abnormalnosti koje su prisutne od rodenja, iako simptomi ¢esto budu otriveni
mnogo kasnije. Oboljenje izaziva ili slabljenje rada srca (gubljenje mo¢i pravilnog
pumpanja krvi) ili cijanozu (nemoguénost razmjene kisika u krvi).

The use of special precautions used to prevent the spread of infection to others.
Upotreba specijalnih mjera radi sprje¢avanja Sirenja zaraznih oboljenja.

The most frequent heart abnormality recognized beyond infancy and accounts of about
10% of all CHDs. Abnormal development and prevents blood from flowing out of the
heart correctly. Surgery is usually needed.

Najces¢a sréana abnormalnost koja se prepoznaje u starijem dje¢ijem dobu i na koju
otpada 10% svih CHD (urodnih sréanih oboljenja). Abnormalan razvoj sprjetava
normalan tok krvi iz srca. Obi¢no je potreban operativni zahvat.

A disease that follows untreated group A B hemolytic streptococcal pharyngitis. (Strept
Throat) The heart, brain and joints and skin can be affected.

Bolest koja se javlja zbog neizlijetene bakterijske upale grla (grupa A i B hemoliti¢kih
streptokokalnih bakterija). Mogu stradati srce, mozak, zglobovi i koZa.

A common site for an IV in infants and young children. An 1V is started using a vein in
the infant or child’s head.

Mjesto gdje se ubada inekcija za intravenozno davanje lijekova nedonos¢adi i maloj djeci.
IV (intravenozna injekcija) se ubada u venu na glavi djeteta.

A way of oxygen delivery to provide additional oxygen and humidification to an infant
or small child. The crib is enclosed in a clear covering resembling a tent and oxygen is
piped into this enclosed area.

Nacin na koji se nedono3¢etu ili malom djetetu daje kisik i vlaga. Kolijevka je omotana
providnim pokriva¢em koji podsjeca na Sator¢i¢ i kisik se, u taj zatvoreni prostor, ubacuje
kroz cijev.

A congenital defect of the penis characterized by a abnormal formation of the end of the
urethra. 1in 300 male children. Surgery is usually performed to correct the abnormality.
Urodeni defekt penisa koji karakteriSe abnormalno formiran zavrSetak mokra¢nog
kanala. Javlja se kod jednog od 300 dje¢aka. Obi¢no se otklanja operacijom.

A defect in which the meninges and central spinal fluid protrude through the spinal
column due to incomplete closure. More common in girl infants.

Defekt kod kojeg omota¢ ki¢menog stuba i moZdinska tekuéina izlaze kroz ki¢meni stub
zbog rascjepa ki¢menog stuba. Javlja se ¢esée kod djevojtica.

The most frequent type of closed head injury. A temporary loss of consciousness that
lasts for seconds up to hours with amnesia (loss of memory) immediately following the
injury.

Najcesdi oblik (zatvorene) povrede glave. Neposredno nakon povrede dolazi do
privremenog gubitka svijesti koji moZe trajati od nekoliko sekundi do nekoliko sati, uz
gubitak pamdenja (amneziju).

The most common procedure performed by pediatric surgeons. A mass that protrudes
into the abdominal wall that usually closes at birth. Mass in groin area that increases in
size when child coughs, cries or stands and is absent when at rest.

Najdes¢a operacija koju izvode djediji hiruzi. Masa koja prodire u abdominalni (stoma¢ni)
zid koji se pri rodenju uglavnom zatvori. Masa u predjelu prepona koja naraste kad dijete
kaslje, place ili stoji na nogama i koja se ne primje¢uje kad se dijete odmara.
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Lactose Intolerance
Alergija na laktozu
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Inability to digest lactose (sugar) found in common dairy products. (Also breast milk)
Causes cramps, bloating, gas and or diarrhea. The enzyme lactase is missing. Highest
among American Indians, Eskimos, Japanese and Chinese at birth.

Nemoguénost varenja laktoze (Secera) koji se nalazi u mlije¢nim proizvodima (kaoiu
maj¢inom mlijeku). Izaziva gréeve, nadimanje, gasove ili proljev. Nedostaje enzim zvani
laktin. NajviSe pogada Americke Indijance, Eskime, Japance i Kineze.
